Study Secretaries:

If you have any inquiries — such as questions about textbooks, class
schedules, or study-related activities — the study secretaries are available to
provide the answers. Their role is to ensure your transition into university
life is as smooth as possible, helping you manage the practicalities so you
can focus on your studies.

Heidi can also help you with significant decisions such as changing your
programme or selecting your Master’s degree. If the dynamics of your group
become challenging, she can work with you on improvement of the
collaboration between group members.
